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The Olympic spirit is glowing bright in
the heart of Strawberry Hill, with St
Mary’s University College (SMUC) busy
helping to train athletes for Team GB, as
well as preparing to host Olympic athletes
from around the world.

As one of the sites offering a pre-games
training camp, SMUC will provide
accommodation and training facilities.
Olympians from the Chinese, Japanese,
South African and Irish teams will stay there
in July in the run-up to, and during, the
Games. Whilst track athletics and the
marathon will be the main sports supported,
the Irish team will include their sprinters,
canoers, triathletes, cyclists and badminton
team.

In all, it is expected SMUC will be host
to around 50 to 60 athletes from these
overseas teams, plus a similar number of
their coaches, managers and other support
staff.

We are grateful to Radnor House School
for granting permission to open the Grotto
and also to the Twickenham Museum and the
Popes’s Grotto Preservation Trust, who
provide the volunteers for these events.

And another grotto!

Did you know that Strawberry Hill has
a second “grotto”?

When Sir William Stanhope acquired
Pope’s Villa in 1747, he took a lease on
Pope’s garden, which ran from what we now
know as Cross Deep to Radnor Road. He
also bought a property diagonally across
Radnor Road (now Radnor Lodge) and then
constructed a tunnel connecting the two
gardens. This was known as “Stanhope’s
Cave” and was described by one visitor as
containing “three beautiful busts of Sir W
Stanhope,  his  daughter — and  Lord
Chesterfield, cut in Italian marble; opposite
each a Roman urn of exquisite workmanship
placed in a niche formed in the wall; around
are scattered huge masses of stone in
imitation of rocks.”

Today the walled-up entrance to the cave
is visible from Pope’s garden, now owned by
Radnor House School, but pedestrians and
motorists in Radnor Road may notice a
pronounced hump over the tunnel across the
junction with Grotto Road and Upper Grotto
Road - a visible reminder of Strawberry
Hill’s other “grotto”.
